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Hey Mr Bush, why can't I visit my husband?





Olga Salanueva has not seen her husband Rene Gonzalez for more than five years.  Seven year old daughter Ivette has not seen her father for the same period.  


Ivette was four months old when her father was arrested in September 1998 with four compatriots, for monitoring the activities of Cuban exile terrorist organisations operating in Miami.


Olga and Ivette have been prevented from visiting Rene in prison for the past five years due to repeated refusals to grant them visas allowing them entry to the USA from their home in Cuba.


On August 9 a US Appeal Court found that Rene and his colleagues did not receive a fair trial in Miami and nullified the guilty verdicts.  However they remain in prison more than eighteen months after that hearing, awaiting news of a re-trial.
